Medbo is an award winning multi disciplinary artist that does not like to be pigeonholed, not wishing to
be defined by a particular material, method or aesthetic. Working and exhibiting internationally he uses
both glass and ceramics as his medium across a spectrum of forms: bowls, vases, sculptural pieces

and large-scale public commissions.

Among his work, there are numerous examples of pieces having a resemblance to anthropomorphic or
biomorphic structures, without being completely identifiable as such.
